Dear Friends, 
 
Canada has entered 2010 on a strong note under the leadership of Stephen Harper and our Conser-
vative Government. While the Opposition continues to focus on their plan of raising taxes, our gov-
ernment’s priority remains job creation and economic growth. However, our recovery is still fragile, 
despite the fact that Canada is weathering current global economic challenges better than nearly 
every other industrialized country.
